Year 3 and Year 4 will be visiting the Guru Nanak Sikh Temple in Hadley as part of their work this term about
the place where they live. This visit to the Temple will contribute to their study of religious buildings in the area
and forms part of the curriculum.

The visit will take place during the morning of Monday 21st November 2022 between 9.45am and 12.15pm.

In order to run this visit, we have to raise the cost of the trip, which works out a £3.00 per place. Payment and
permission should be completed on Parentpay. If you have not yet logged into Parentpay, please call the
school office and we will be happy to help.

Under the requirements of the Education Act 1996 we can only raise the cost by voluntary contributions.
There is no obligation to pay. Children will not be treated differently according to whether or not any contribu-
tions has been made. However, the visit can only go ahead if the level of support is sufficient. In view of the
current cost of living crisis, school are part funding this visit.

The children should wear their normal school uniform but they are also asked to bring a covering for their
heads, a scarf for the girls and a hat for the boys to show respect for the Sikh religion.
